Enrichment:

**Music – Miss Meghan on Monday afternoons.  Miss Meghan is the music teacher at Whiting, who will be visiting us this summer to teach music on Mondays!  Miss Hazel on Wednesday afternoons.  Miss Hazel is a recent UW Theatre and Dance graduate, and an experienced music, yoga, and dance teacher who will be sharing her talents with us on Wednesdays!
**Storytime at the Park – we will be attending the library story time at Washington Park, Tuesday mornings.

**Other field trips (planned and spontaneous), walks to the parks, campus visits, splash pad, etc. will be included as well.  We will also attend special events at the library this summer. We will put a sign on the front doors if we are away from the school so that you can find us if you are dropping off or picking up your child.  We will be at the school during normal drop-off and pick-up times (morning, 11:30, 3:00-close).  
Water Play:

We will have days that we play in the water throughout the summer.  It would be helpful to have a towel/suit here at the school throughout the summer.  We may put out sprinkler toys or use small pools to play on hot days.  We may also visit the splash pad and wading pool.  They can leave them hanging in cubbies and we can wash periodically here or send them home for a towel exchange as needed.  Please label suits and towels.

The school will be closed on July 4th and 5th for the holiday, and normal hours for the rest of that week.

Schedules:

We understand that your summer plans may change.  If you need to change your child’s schedule entirely, please see Shelly.  If you need to add a session (add a morning, afternoon, lunch, after school session, etc.) that your child is not signed up for, check with staff to see if we have room.  If we do have room, they are welcome to attend, and the extra session charge will be added to your next statement.  We do have to adhere to required teacher:child ratios, so we have to look at our numbers to accommodate any schedule changes or add-on sessions.  We do not have make-up sessions.  If your child misses the day they were scheduled to attend, they can’t make it up on another day without the extra session fee.  This is our policy all year, as we have to schedule staff for the number of children scheduled to attend to stay in compliance with our licensing ratios.  Thank you for your understanding of our policies.

** Sessions I & V are charged by the minute at a rate of $10.00/hour or $.25 per minute.  Sessions II, III, & IV are charged for the entire Session at a rate of $30.00/Session for Sessions II and IV and $15.00/Session for Session III, regardless of how much of the Session the student attends.

*Swimsuit – to be left here all summer (we will wash)

*Towel – to be left here all summer (we will wash)
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*Sneakers – walking shoes - if you have an extra pair to leave here, in case they arrive in sandals, or have them wear comfortable walking shoes to school daily, as we will walk frequently to parks
*Spray Sunscreen – please bring 1-2 bottles of spray sunscreen bottles to share, unless your child requires their own.  If your child requires their own, please bring it first day, labeled.
*Stick Sunscreen – an application stick, labeled with your child’s name – to be used on their faces/heads (not shared).
*Bug spray – 1 bottle to be shared of family friendly spray.  If your child requires their own, please bring it labeled the first day.

*Water bottle – non-leaking, labeled – will be carried to the parks, outside, used daily.  Please wash here in kitchen or take it home and wash regularly.
